Use a steel chimney pipe with a wall thickness of at least 2 mm between the appliance
and the existing chimney.

Do not use more than 2 bends of 45°.

Do not use horizontal flue pipes.

The chimney outlet must be at least 5 meter above the top of the appliance.
The chimney outlet must be at least 40 cm above the top of a sloped roof.
The chimney outlet must be at least 1 meter above a flat roof.

The chimney outlet must be free from any objects (buildings, trees, etc.) within a
horizontal range of at least 5 meter.

Make sure that a chimney valve has a free opening of minimum 12 % of the total area
of the chimney.

Make sure your fire insurance policy covers any damage caused by a chimney fire.
